    

Reinstatement of Pharmacist Licenses.

The following provides an explanation of what a pharmacist must do to reinstate a Maryland pharmacist license that he or she has allowed to expire before applying for a renewal.  

Contact the Board of Pharmacy for a Reinstatement application.  (if you have received this as a result of a contact, the appropriate forms are included in this packet).   Pharmacy Regulations do not recognize a ‘late renewal’; therefore, anyone who has not applied for a renewal by the date that their bi-annual license expires must apply for reinstatement.

1. A reinstatement fee, in addition to the renewal fee and renewal application must be and submitted.  The amount of the fee is different for persons whose license has expired less than or more than 2 years (reference COMAR 10.34.09.02 Fees).

2. There are several different circumstances which affect the requirements for reinstatement of a pharmacist license, depending on the length of expiration and whether the pharmacist has been in active practice in other states:

a. Actively engaged in the practice of pharmacy before the license expired, and the license expired less than 2 years:

(1) Must meet continuing education requirements

(2) Must provide evidence of good standing in other states in which they are licensed.

(3) Must pay the appropriate fee.

b. Not actively engaged in the practice of pharmacy, license expired more than 2 years, less than 5 years:

(1) Must meet the requirements in ‘a’ above.

(2) Must pass the Practice of Pharmacy Reinstatement Examination and the Multi Prudence Jurisprudence Examination (MPJE) is taken electronically at a Sylvan Learning Center.

(3) Reinstatement examination is administered by the Board. 

c.  Not actively engaged in the practice of pharmacy, license expired more than 5 years:

(1) Must meet the requirements in ‘a’ and ‘b’ above

(2) Must submit evidence of having performed 1000 hours of pharmacist supervised service in a community or hospital pharmacy.

d. Actively practicing in another state, license expired less than 2 years.

(1) Must meet the same requirements as in ‘a’ above.

e. Actively practicing in another state, license expired 2 years or more:

(1) Must meet the requirements as in ‘a’ above

(2) Must pass a Multi Prudence Jurisprudence Examination (MPJE).  This is available electronically at Sylvan Learning Centers nationwide.

(3) Must provide evidence of pharmacy experience during the 2 years immediately preceding the date of the applicant’s reinstatement application.

3. The Board has the right to waive any of the requirements for sufficient reason.  Generally, the continuing education requirements are waived for persons who have to take the reinstatement examination (‘b’ and ‘c’ above).  

4. There is no requirement for applicants for reinstatement to take an oral English examination.

5. The Regulations are enclosed for your information.

Reinstatement Process Summary

If your license has expired:

1. Contact the Board or access the Board’s web site for the reinstatement application and renewal application.   On the Board’s web site:  www.dhmh.maryland.gov/pharmacyboard/forms/pharmacist.htm
2. Continuing Education:

a. If less than 2 years, CE’s should be from within your renewal period.

b. If less than 2 years, and no CE’s were earned during your renewal period, submit 30 recent CE’s.  If you need CE’s, check the Board’s web site to obtain online CE’s at :  www.dhmh.maryland.gov/pharmacyboard/links/edu.htm .

c. If more than 2 years, submit CE’s earned within the most recent 2 years.

3. If an additional examination is required, you must first receive approval from the Board to take the MPJE or Reinstatement examinations, however, the application for the MPJE will be mailed to you in the Reinstatement Packet for those whose license expired over 2 years.

4. If MPJE examination is required:

a. Submit the MPJE Scantron application to NABP along with their fee. 

b. NBAP will send you an Authorization to Test (ATT) number that you will use to schedule the MPJE examination at your local Sylvan Learning Center.

c. Examination results will be electronically forwarded to the Board 2-3 business days after you’ve taken the test.

5. If Reinstatement examination is required:

a. Reinstatement examinations are held each month at the Board’s office, normally on the 3rd Tuesday of each month, at 1:00 pm.  The Board’s office is located north of downtown Baltimore, in the Pikesville area.

b. You will be notified of the next examination date.

c. Arrangements may be made in some states to take the Reinstatement examination at your local Board of Pharmacy.

Regulation 10.34.13 

HO Title 10 Subtitle 34 BOARD OF PHARMACY 

Chapter 13 Reinstatement of Expired Licenses for Pharmacists 

Authority: Health Occupations Articl.01 Definitions. 

A. In this chapter, the following terms have the meanings indicated. 

B. Terms Defined. 

(1) "Board" means the State Board of Pharmacy. 

(2) "Licensure examination" means the examination administered by the Board to applicants for licensure and consists of the following parts: 

(a) Part I: Reinstatement Examination, administered by the Board for the purpose of reinstatement of a license under this chapter. 

 (b) Part II: Multi Prudence Jurisprudence Examination (MPJE) (National Association of Boards of Pharmacy Licensure Examination).

(3) "Practice of Pharmacy Reinstatement Examination" means an examination administered by the Board for the purpose of reinstatement of a license under this chapter. 

(4) "Reinstatement" means renewal of a license after the license has expired. 

(5) "Renewal" means renewing a license before the date of expiration. 

.02 Reinstatement Fee. 

The reinstatement fee authorized by Health Occupations Article, §12-310(a)(2), Annotated Code of Maryland, shall be as determined in COMAR 10.34.09. 

.03 Reinstatement Requirements. 

A. General Requirements. A pharmacist who wishes to reinstate an expired license to practice pharmacy shall: 

(1) Complete the amount of approved continuing education required by the Board in COMAR 10.34.18; 

(2) Provide evidence of good standing in any other state in which the pharmacist has been licensed; and 

(3) Pay to the Board the reinstatement fee established by the Board in COMAR 10.34.09. 

B. Specific Requirements. 

(1) A pharmacist not actively engaged in the practice of pharmacy, whose Maryland license expired less than 2 years before applying for reinstatement, shall meet the requirements: 

(a) Of §A of this regulation; and 

(b) For reinstatement in Health Occupations Article, §12-310, Annotated Code of Maryland. 

(2) A pharmacist licensed in another state and actively engaged in the practice of pharmacy, whose Maryland license expired less than 2 years before applying for license reinstatement, shall meet the requirements of §A of this regulation. 

(3) A pharmacist licensed in another state and actively engaged in the practice of pharmacy, whose Maryland license expired 2 years or more before applying for license reinstatement, shall: 

(a) Meet the requirements of §A of this regulation; 

(b) Submit evidence satisfactory to the Board which documents the applicant's pharmacy experience during the 2 years immediately preceding the date of the applicant's reinstatement application; and 

(c) Pass Part II of the licensure examination. 

(4) A pharmacist not actively engaged in the practice of pharmacy, whose Maryland license expired more than 2 years but less than 5 years before applying for reinstatement, shall: 

(a) Meet the requirements of §A of this regulation; and 

(b) Pass: 

(i) The Practice of Pharmacy Reinstatement Examination, and 

(ii) Parts II of the licensure examination. 

(5) A pharmacist not actively engaged in the practice of pharmacy in another state, whose Maryland license expired more than 5 years before applying for reinstatement, shall: 

(a) Meet the requirements of §A of this regulation; 

(b) Submit evidence satisfactory to the Board of having performed 1,000 hours of service in a community or hospital pharmacy under the supervision of a licensed pharmacist; and 

(c) Pass: 

(i) The Practice of Pharmacy Reinstatement Examination, and 

(ii) Parts II of the licensure examination. 

04 Waiver. 

For reasons the Board considers sufficient, the Board, at its discretion, may waive any of the requirements set forth in Regulation .03 of this chapter in reinstating a pharmacist's expired license          
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
